1. Meeting called to order by Mark Gordon, Chair, at 10:06 am, with introductions around the table. Public Attendees: Amber Yearton (Shasta County IHSS AC), Gail Ennis (CUHW), Ja-Key Robinson (CUHW), Dawn Panek (IHSS Provider), and Urfan Khan (Recipient/Provider).  Committee members absent: Margery Avila, Domenic Console, Diane Cooper-Puckett, Cheryl Leeth, and Pamela Peery. 
2. Daniel Grove established that a quorum was present.
3. Minutes of May 13, 2008:  Reviewed, motion to approve by David Brown, second by Dorothy Churchill, motion passed unanimously.  
4. Pam Hospers advised that communication to the Board of Supervisors would need to be presented by Cathi Grams on behalf of the committee, with Board agenda transmittal requests to be submitted two weeks in advance, per board policy.
5. General discussion regarding legislation and budget as passed by the state this month.
6. Pam Hospers presented a proposed 2008-2009 IHSS Advisory Committee Budget for review and requested action taken next meeting for modification and/or approval.
7. Pam Hospers requested that the Committee approve her development of final language for Public Authority Registry Provider Denial Policy proposed changes.  The final will be presented at the November meeting for approval.

8. Brochures from CICA .(California In-Home Supportive Services Consumer Alliance) were shared with Advisory Committee members relating to the  November Conference.  Pam requested that any committee members interested in going let her know as soon as possible to give her time to process purchase orders.  David Brown and Daniel Grover shared their experiences with past CICA conferences.  Rosie Grinnell expressed interest in attending and will confirm with Pam later.
9. Provider Health Benefits first enrollment will close on 8/22.  CUHW will hold an information meeting about enrollment on 8/13, 5:30 pm at the Independent Living Services Center of Northern California, 1161 East Avenue.  Committee members requested that information regarding the coverage be forwarded to them.  Pam will see what is available to forward.
10. Expiration of Advisory Committee Terms was discussed.  David Brown will not be requesting to renew his term.  Rosie Grinnell advised that she would renew if requested.  Ideas for partner members were offered: Passages, Far Northern Regional Center, Area 2 Board, Office of Clients Rights, Independent Living Services Center of Northern California, ARC, Disabled Services at Chico State and Butte College.  Pam will see if it can get on the website.
11. Changes in Union Dues are 0-10hrs worked no dues, 10.1-30 hrs worked $14.33 per month dues, 30.1-on hrs worked $28.66 per month dues.
12. Strategic Planning for the Work of the IHSS Advisory Committee was reviewed by Linda Huffmon with a brief history, update and vision.  It will be added to next meetings agenda for further discussion and possible action.  Committee members were asked to review the materials in their binders from the last strategic planning.
13. Impact of the Wild Fires on IHSS were discussed by different attendees.  Passages learned a lot that has been taken back for further planning.  SNAP worked for some, but more work needed as it isn’t as visible as hoped.  Discussion of need for a more central location to check in at centers for individual and agency caregivers/case managers to know where consumers/recipients are.  Several incidents where it took extended amounts of time to track down clients.
14. Public Comment: Gail Ennis had question and comments about evacuation definitions, make up of the IHSS Advisory Board, and requested that information be included on the website if possible.  Amber had questions of the committee about how people are chosen/recruited for the committee.  Daniel Grover will research accessibility information for the next meeting.
