I.  Welcome and Introductions:  Individual introductions were given by the Advisory Committee and the PA Staff.

II. Approval of the Minutes of January 14, 2003:  Patty Smith’s name should be included within the Advisory Committee list present and not the staff list.  A motion was made for the correction, and was approved by the Committee.

III. March Workshop Planning:  The workshop will be at Logan’s in Chico.  A meeting room has been reserved for 10 AM – 2 PM.  The Committee suggested focusing on four components during the workshop that include the following:

1. Public Authority implementation details

2. Educational areas with speakers

3. Identifying the IHSS program in general

4. Having goals sync up between IHSS and Public Authority

Howard Gregg suggested inviting a speaker from A.A.R.P.  Brian will research.

IV. Staff Update:  Brian introduced to the Committee, Lori Eckman, the last PA staff member hired who is highly qualified and experienced with issues of the Registry and IHSS Payroll.  Brian announced that the PA conducts weekly status meetings and invited Advisory Committee members to attend these meetings.  Brian also informed the Committee that PA staff members are shadowing IHSS social workers and attending community meetings.  Jillian, Jodi and Lori will also visit the Sacramento Public Authority on Thursday 2/27/03.

V.  Registry Update:  The Board of Supervisors approved the RTZ Registry contract on 2/11, and on-site RTZ Registry software training was conducted on 2/13/03.  Lori is currently evaluating the RTZ software.  The mailing of the survey letters to active providers is nearly complete.  Subsequently, an application will be mailed to interested providers and face to face interviews will be conducted by PA Staff.  Pam is currently building a provider information spreadsheet and processing incoming provider calls.  Lori will input application information into the Registry database.  Brian noted that the Registry includes 12 geographic areas that will make consumer/provider matching more compatible.

VI. Works in Progress:  Works in progress include:

1. Completion and approval of the Public Authority logo.

2. Complete the Public Authority website that will be linked to other agencies.

3. The completion and distribution of the Provider Handbook.

4. The completion and distribution of the Consumer Handbook.

5. The completion and distribution of the Public Authority brochure.

VII. Other Matters:  Patty Smith stated that two Advisory Committee individuals have retired and the vacancies have not been filled.  Jay suggested that the old applicant list be scrutinized.  Patty stated that flyers could be resent to specific areas.  It was announced that Rosie Grinnell may step down as an Advisory Committee member, as the meeting schedule is a conflict for her.
